          Honeycutt is challenging David Scott in the Georgia 13th Congressional District. Honeycutt 

states that Scott’s record indicates a history of acute political tight roping around issues very 

important to the citizens of the 13th District. Unlike Scott, Honeycutt is for Life, Liberty and the 

Pursuit of Happiness highlighted by family values, access to health and wellness education, and 

to quality education. She believes in veteran appreciation and rights, free enterprise and 

entrepreneurship and senior citizens protection. Honeycutt is against abusive utilization of 

eminent domain, unresponsive governmental senior and veteran services, and governmental 

resistance to tax reform.

As a medical doctor, Dr. Honeycutt is a respected leader in the field of family medicine. 

She consistently works to insure the availability of medical healthcare to all segments of society, 

especially the uninsured and the underinsured. Honeycutt chose to serve the residents of South 

Fulton County as a family physician in a church-operated medical clinic and as medical director 
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of Five Points Family Practice in Fairburn, Georgia. Honeycutt currently serves as the 

Medical Director of the Clayton State University Nurse Managed Health Clinic. While serving in 

this capacity, she also held the position of Medical Director of Good Shepherd Clinic, a free 

clinic in Morrow, Georgia. Prior to entering medical school, Honeycutt’s career included teaching 

as a college Professor and a registered nurse. Currently, she is the Chairman of the Board of 

Directors for the Georgia Academy of Family Physicians after serving as the 2004 President. 

Her community involvement includes guest presentations and lectures on topics of 

obesity, domestic violence, and disease processes that disproportionately affect African 

Americans. Not only does she serve on boards of a number of community organizations, but she 

also participated in missionary trips to Africa and Mexico. To increase her medical worldview, 

she visited family physicians in Scotland to compare systems of medical care. 

Nationally, she serves family medicine by her American Academy of Family Physicians 

(AAFP) involvement as Delegate and Alternate Delegate and a current Georgia State Alternate 

Delegate. She recently completed a five-year appointment to the AAFP Commission on 

Education and has served on the several other national committees. 

Honeycutt is very active in lobbying at the Georgia State capital and in our nation's 

capitol. She has lobbied for laws that protect and improve the health of Georgians and all citizens 

of our nation as a proponent of civil justice reform legislation to ensure patient access to quality 

health care.
